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"ARTIFICIAL CURIOUSITIES" Bishop Museum January 18 to August 31, 1978 

This already well-publicized exhibit will undoubtedly be the 
most important one ever held in Hawaii. Sub-titled "An Exhibition 
and Exposition of Native Manufactures Collected on the Three Pacific 
Voyages of Captain James Cook R.N.", it opens on the 200th anniversary 
of Cook!s arrival in Hawaii. However, it is not so much an exhibition 
in his honor as a tribute to the achievements of Pacific peoples before 
the contact with the Western world. The exhibition is dedicated to 
the men and women of the Pacific, and includes over 400 objects created 
by them, and taken to Europe in the eighteenth century. One fourth 
of the objects are of Hawaiian origin. 

The exhibit is~the result of eight years of research by the staff 
of the Bishop Museum, primarily Dr. Adrienne L. Kaeppler, anthropo~ 
logist. Specimens are being loaned, under stringent conditions, by 
over two dozen museums, institutions and private owners around the 
world. It is doubtful that most of them will ever be loaned again, 
and certain that such a large collection will never again be assembled. 
Adrienne and joint coordinator John Wright are now visiting the loaning 
institutions and beginning the awesome task of packing and shipping 
the items. An illustrated catalog, itself an important contribution 
to the study of Pacific ethnology, will be issued, and will include 
a listing of all known Cook voyage ethnological specimens. All of 
Hawaii, and particulary those of us who are interested in museums, 
owe a whole-hearted "thank you" to the Bishop Museum, Adrienne and 
John for all they have done to make this extraordinary exhibit possible. 
A thank you is also due to the National Endowment for the Arts and other 
Federal agencies, the Bishop Museum Association, G.N. Wilcox Trust, 
and other local foundations, corporations and individuals who have 
furnished the funds necessary to make this exhibit a success. 

By the time of the Spring Meeting, perhaps the coordinators 
(HMA members) will have recoverea sufficiently to give a report on 
the logistics, problems and successes.
